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[Abstract]From the perspective of modern distance education's dialect culture innovation, based on
first-hand investigation data and combined with existing literature, this paper analyzes the inheritance
and application of intangible cultural heritage in modern distance education in China. Taking the
dialect culture elements represented by the Jin dialect as an example, this paper focuses on observing
the situation of integrating dialect culture elements into teaching and research, discusses the impact of
dialect culture innovation on modern distance education in China, and puts forward further
suggestions for its development.
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
